 The submitted proposals should be written in a generally understandable way

 New structure! 

 Page limitation: max. 17 pages for the project description plus max. 8 pages

for supplementary information on the research context NEW

 Larger focus on „handling of research data“ NEW

 Changes in list of publications NEW (see next slide)

 Font type "Arial", Font size 11

 Please keep all headings and rather put „not applicable“

your own works cited may be highlighted (bold)

 Requirements:

 Dissertation submitted to examining body (submit confirmation!)

 Submit dissertation as well as statement from the supervisor

 Funding possible only after completion of PhD

 Own position on part-time: only due to family-reasons or longer sickness

 Resubmission of proposal with own position: don‘t forget to submit an 

updated employer declaration (Arbeitgebererklärung DFG form 41.027 – only

in German!)

Temporary employment

 Please make sure that you are employed for at least 1/3 of the project time
